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An integral part of the Absolute Zero national outreach campaign is an informal Speakers Bureau comprised of experts in the field of low-temperature physics.  Drawn from academia, businesses and the research community, these individuals provide invaluable insight regarding this unique area of scientific exploration and hopefully inspire the next generation of scientists.    

Absolute Zero Experts may serve as mentors; participate in educational, after-school and community events; or make presentations before professional organizations leading up to the broadcast of the PBS documentaries, which are expected to premiere in  2007.
